Negisibatis haunting
hundreds of homeowners and apartment dwellers who are concerned that the waNesawéf fimes that can corrode
copper pipes, blacken jewelry and silverware, and possibly sicken people. Shippidg reemwed by The Associated
Press indicate that imports of potentially tainted Chinese building matex@deded 500 million pounds during a four-
year period of soaring home prices. The drywall may have been used in more than 100,008dvonisgy to some
estimates, including houses rebuilt after Hurricane Katrina. "This isi@#tec problem of extraordinary proportions,”
said U.S. Rep. Robert Wexler, a Florida Democrat who introduced a bill in the Housg fmalh temporary ban on the
Chinese-made imports until more is known about their chemical makeup. Simigdation has been proposed in the
Senate. The drywall apparently causes a chemical reaction that dige®tén-egg stench, which grows worse with
heat and humidity. Researchers do not know yet what causes the reaction, but possislenclude fumigants
sprayed on the drywall and material inside it. ................. Meanwhile, governors in LoaisthRborida are asking for
federal assistance, and experts say the problem is only now beginning te.surfac......Dr. Patricia Williams, a
